Dear Friends,  
 

Today we celebrate the Body & 

Blood of Christ. Some may 

recall its Latin name: Corpus 

Christi.  Celebration of this feast 

began during a time of pietistic 

devotion to the Blessed Eucharist 

during the Middle Ages and 

specifically with a revelation to 

St. Juliana of Liege, Belgium. 

After first being honored as a 

local feast, it was extended to the whole Church in 1264.  
 

On this feast, we give special thanks and praise to God for the gift of his 

Body and Blood that Christ left to us at the Last Supper.  It is the living 

Memorial of his passion, death and resurrection.  It is the great 

Sacrament by which we meet the living risen Christ.  It is the sacred 

Banquet in which all are fed at God’s table and grow together in the 

holiness of the risen Christ.  
 

In both the Old Testament and the New, there is a strong image of God 

meeting the physical needs of his people by feeding them.  God sends 

manna to the Israelites in the desert. Each of the four Gospels has a story 

of Jesus feeding great crowds of people (twice in Mark).   
 

The art at the top of this letter represents John’s gospel account of Jesus 

feeding five thousand people with five barley loaves and two fish. It was 

designed twenty-five years ago by Fr. Chas Singler and used as the 

invitation design for his priestly ordination announcement and Mass of 

Thanksgiving booklet.  On June 9, Fr. Singler celebrated the 25
th

 

anniversary of his ordination.  Since his mother, Rita Jane (Stieber), is 

from St. Joseph Parish, Fr. Chas has many relatives and friends from 

both St. Joseph and St. Alphonsus. It is fitting that he celebrates his 

anniversary on this great feast.  We offer prayers and good wishes to Fr. 

Singler and his family. 
 

Let us think about the importance of the Body & Blood of Christ in our 

own lives. Throughout human history, God has taken care of both our 

physical and spiritual needs. If we all took advantage of the Eucharist, 

the world would be a happier place.
