Reflections of a Father on Father’s Day

Last Sunday I had the pleasure & honor of attending the 25™ anniversary
celebration for one of my brother priests, Fr. Chas Singler. We are both sons of
St. Mary Parish in Sandusky. Long ago our fathers were friends. I remember
celebrating with Fr. Chas and a friend of his from St. Paul, Norwalk, Fr. Tony
Borgia, at the Knights of Columbus in Sandusky on the night before they both
headed off to college seminary together. Nine years later, they & Fr. Mike
Billian were ordained on the second hottest day of the year. The hottest day
would be the next — the day of his first mass.

Proud parents, brothers, sister, nieces, nephews, aunts, uncles, cousins by the
bus loads and friends new & old alike almost filled Queen of the Most Holy
Rosary Cathedral to capacity (1100). I was proud to see St. Joseph and St
Alphonsus so well represented. The liturgy itself, celebrating the Body &
Blood of Christ, was a little glimpse of heaven. Music specially chosen &
played was more wonderful than I can describe here. 1 wished everyone could
have that experience at least once in a lifetime.

Such anniversaries & ordinations always make me think of my own call to
serve God as a priest. On my own journey during the last 25 years, I have had
the privilege to get to know people from many walks of life and in many
different circumstances. I continue to be filled with wonder and awe as the
Holy Spirit weaves his patterns of grace in and through our lives. When I was
ordained, I wrote the following:

“For my part, at this point in my life, I have felt called to be a ‘Father.’ It is a
title with no less responsibility than that of my two brothers, Rick and Gary,
who are ‘Fathers.” We all work hard to become closer friends with our Lord
through the work we do on earth. Each person becomes a co-creator with
God, making a unique contribution toward building a better world in which to
live.”

“As you look at those gathered around you, know that each of you have played
an important part in my formation as a priest. 1 am grateful for the friendship
you have shared with me over the years which has helped lead to this day.”

Those words seem just as true today as they were 18 years ago.

Healthy Habits-Newsletter

June is headache awareness month. One type of headache- migraines which 28 million Americans experience. It is
estimated that 1 out of every 4 people have migraines, with women having more migraines. Migraines can also be hereditary.
Migraine Symptoms and Triggers- Characterized by throbbing head pain, usually located on one side of the head. The person
may also have nausea and sensitivity to light and/or sound. Migraines may prevent the person from engaging in normal daily
activities. One third of the people also experience light flashes, blind spots, zigzag lines, vision loss or numbness these symptoms
are called “aura”.

Frequency/Duration- It is typical to have 2 attacks per month which can last 4 to 72 hrs. Post headaches can last up to 2 days
with symptoms such as nausea, exhaustion and mood changes.

Causes- No definite cause is known, but healthcare professionals understand the attack process comes from the brain itself with
an inflammatory process resulting from an interaction between the trigeminal nerve and blood vessels covering the brain.
Serotonin a natural occurring chemical in the brain is related to the inflammatory process.

Treatment- Migraines can be managed. Treatments consist of preventative medicines taken on a daily basis and when symptoms
occur there is medicine to treat the acute attack. There are also non drug treatments that may help such as relaxation exercises,
proper sleep, diet and exercise. It is important to talk to your healthcare provider about your symptoms and concerns. (Taken in
part from www.headaches.org).
