Dear Friends,  

 

A few days ago, I had the honor of baptizing my nephew’s daughter (I 

think that makes me a great uncle – pun intended). It was exciting for me 

to see this new generation of our family even as I sensed a similarity to 

the baby girl’s great-grandmothers.  One of the unexpected joys my 

priesthood has been to watch children whom I have baptized grow and 

begin school, particularly children of couples whom I have married. It 

must be very gratifying to be a parent, grandparent or great-grandparent. 

But since our culture is filled with more challenges than ever, it must be 

very difficult as well. 

 

In a traditional, close-knit parish such as ours, often it is easy to see how 

the whole faith community pulls together to help those in need. 

Sometimes, too, needs that are more difficult to discern remain 

unnoticed or neglected altogether.  This shows the important role that a 

parish plays in a child’s growth and the benefits that a family finds by 

actively participating in parish life.  

 

Both this weekend and next, we hear from the 15
th

 chapter of John’s 

Gospel.  Today’s passage begins with another “I AM” statement from 

Jesus:  “I am the vine and you are the branches.” If we stay connected, 

attached to the vine, the vine grower, God the Father, will nurture and 

care for us so that we do well, bearing abundant fruit. “Remaining in 

him” through the sacraments, especially the Eucharist, make this 

connection the strongest.  

 

It was inspiring to see the wonder and awe in the eyes of our second 

graders as they approached to receive the Eucharist for the first time. 

Perhaps their first fervor can renew the fire of our love for God in us. 

 

For most, it was our parents who brought us to the altar of God for the 

first time. On Mother’s Day when we think about the debt of gratitude 

we owe our parents, let us pray for our Mothers, who have given us life 

and love, for Mothers who have lost a child through death, and for our 

Mothers who have died. Grant that we, their sons and daughters, may 

honor them always with a spirit of profound respect.
