Last weekend I had the honor and

opportunity to attend the ordination of a college classmate who became a
permanent deacon. Of the thirteen men who were ordained for the
Archdiocese of Baltimore, one is a transitional deacon who will be
ordained as a priest one year from now. Few would have ever imagined
Jim & me on the altar forty years ago, but only by the grace of God.
While the new deacon preached his first homily on Sunday, it was truly
something to watch the expressions on the faces of his wife, five
children, and brothers and sisters. Even his year-old granddaughter was
dancing in the pew.

This is the season for ordinations. Saturday morning (May 30), five men
became priests for the Diocese of Toledo. Each is a little different in age
and in background. Perhaps you will read their stories in the Catholic
Chronicle or get to know them along the way. Two will be coming into
our area, one at St. Mary’s in Sandusky and another to St. Paul’s in
Norwalk.

Ordinations and graduations take place at this time not only because it is
the end of a school year. It is the time of Easter hope and Pentecost
faith, a time of new beginnings. Filled with the Holy Spirit, there seemed
that there was nothing the apostles couldn’t do. The fire of first
Pentecost was contagious. According to the Acts of the Apostles (2:41),
Peter baptized 3000 that day.

When we are baptized and confirmed, each of one us is anointed into the
priesthood of Jesus Christ. We, too, are chosen and sent into the world
to courageously live our lives as Jesus taught us: to serve the needs of
others. It sure looks good on paper or sounds easy from the pulpit. If it
were so easy, wouldn’t there be more happy people in our world today?

Yes, it is wonderful that thirteen men were ordained deacons, but they
live in Baltimore. And five new priests are indeed a blessing
themselves, but seven men retired this year. What does the future hold
for our faith community? The answer is in the mirror.

Congratulations to our young parishioners who are graduating this
weekend and next. We are proud of you. Our prayers and good wishes
go with you.
